Pursuant to Commission Rule 2.206, Green Mountain Power (“GMP”) requests that the
Commission grant permission for GMP’s expert witnesses James Coyne to appear by telephone
at the upcoming evidentiary hearing scheduled for this proceeding on April 2™, 2019 (and April
3" and 4™ as needed).
