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 MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF COMMISSIONING DEADLINES 

     AllEarth Renewables, Inc. (“AER”) moves that the Commission grant a one-year extension of 

all commissioning deadlines for both net metering and standard offer projects for which the 

current commission deadline falls at any point within calendar year 2022. 

     Renewable Energy Vermont (“REV”) has filed a similar request in the form of a public 

comment on January 17, 2022, and AER’s motion makes the same request on a more formal 

basis.1  The REV request effectively articulates the need for the requested extension.  As a 

Vermont manufacturer and installer of dual-axis solar trackers and other products, AER is 

experiencing first-hand the supply chain disruptions and other impacts brought about by the 

cumulative effects of the ongoing pandemic and most recently the Omnicron variant.  These 

factors have also impacted Vermont’s electric utilities; AER is observing up to two months of 

utility delay in interconnecting even small new solar projects to the grid.  As the REV filing 

notes, it appears increasingly unlikely that supply chain related issues will be resolved soon, and 

Vermont’s short and unpredictable construction season effectively reduces a calendar year to 

nine usable months at best, at a time when the climate crisis requires, and Vermont’s Global 

Warming Solutions Act mandates, that the state’s renewable energy programs not be undermined 

by the COVID pandemic.
