Green Mountain Power (GMP) is writing to voice support for the Flexible Load Management
(FLM) work in the Demand Resources Plan proposal submitted by Efficiency Vermont. FLM is
a key strategy to reduce peak load and shift load to periods when the energy mix is less costly
and clean.
