As the Recreation and Parks Dept Assistant Director and Senior Center Activities Coordinator, I’ve had an opportunity to work with Efficiency Vermont to help them reach elderly populations and educate people on their programs and services to better meet the needs of my community over the last year. I understand that this proceeding is weighing the issue of electric systems benefits and would like to offer some comments on the importance of continued investments from Efficiency Vermont.
Efficiency Vermont approached me last year and we met to discuss the needs of our aging population and the types of services that we provide.  They discussed how some of their services might be helpful for our senior population and asked for help getting the word out, which we’ve been able to accommodate through our newsletter and hosting an event in our space. The Efficiency Vermont staff person who has been doing this work is listening to the needs of our community and bringing information back to their management, and we’ve seen them make investments of time and dollars in order to adapt programing to better suit populations that aren’t typically served well. 
This work may deliver only small electric savings or systems benefits in the immediate future, but I believe this type of dedicated, long term engagement work is the most effective opportunity for marginalized members of our community to benefit from Efficiency Vermont’s services, and their investment as ratepayers in the Energy Efficiency Charge. I hope you will ensure Efficiency Vermont has the flexibility to continue investing these types of resources in building our partnership in the future and serving many whom typically aren’t well served.
