PROCEDURAL ORDER POSTPONING JULY 21, 2023, ORAL ARGUMENT 

On July 13, 2023, the Vermont Public Utility Commission (“Commission”) issued notice 

of an oral argument in this matter scheduled for July 21, 2023.  On the same date, counsel for 

Randolph Davis Solar LLC (“Petitioner”) filed a request to postpone the oral argument because 

counsel will be out of state and without internet access on July 21, 2023.  Counsel represented 

that she was preparing to travel on July 13, 2023, and did not have time to coordinate with the 

Petitioner about alternative dates.  Counsel requested to be allowed to provide alternative dates 

for oral argument when she returns. 

The request is granted.  The oral argument noticed for July 21, 2023, is canceled and will 

be rescheduled at a future date.  The Petitioner is directed to consult with the other parties and to 

provide several alternative dates for the oral argument that are acceptable to all parties by no 

later than August 4, 2023.
