I've been following the proposed Lyndon Biomass Plant and was relieved to hear last year that there would not be an expedited approval process for the plant as sought by Vermont Renewable Gas (VRG).  I've also followed the use of biomass for generating power and know that other states do not allow it or are moving away from biomass. 

I'm aware that the plant would use a process called High Temperature Ablative Pyrolysis (HTAP) that has not been used before in the United States. Not only using biomass, but also adding an unproven technology with unknown impacts in our state is of great concern to residents of the Northeast Kingdom and other Vermonters as well. I hope you will heavily weigh the input of people who live and work in the Northeast Kingdom, knowing that people across the state do not want Vermont to rely on or expand the use of wood or high temperature means of generating power.

In order to understand these concerns, a public hearing should be a central part of the process. Please hold both a public hearing and site visit for this proposed project to make sure that residents have ample time to comment and that you hear from many Vermonters about how we invest in our energy now and in the future.

Thank you in advance for engaging with the public and the impacted community in particular.
