My business is Killooleet, a summer camp for children that has been in this valley for 98 years.  As the weather becomes more extreme, we are all aware of our vulnerability and the importance of keeping our campers and staff safe.  The proposed tower poses the risk of more flooding in an area local enough to affect the safety of my community. The decisions to do extensive bulldozing to change the land to site a cell tower is a part of that. Overall degradation of land in the watershed of the White River threatens more that the  skyline, when rivers jump their banks roads, bridges and basic services to restore them.  The local towns need to support each other in improving the watershed, and that means not allowing projects that threaten it.
