The proposal is in violation of the Town plan on at least two issues. 
First, Route 100 is a scenic byway and the tower will be visible along much of Route 100. All photos of the balloon test must be included in the submission to the PUC. 

Second, in addition, the proposed road goes through a wetland.

The grade of the proposed road is steeper than 30% in countless places and much steeper in many places.

Vertex did not consider alternative options (such as individual “pole cells”) as required.

Vertex and/or Verizon have made no provision for compensation for damage from drainage or flooding or for the removal of the tower if and when it becomes obsolete.

The tower does not represent the needs of the people of Rochester, only the interest of large corporations and one land owner. The Town should be giving substantial preference to the people of Rochester.

The tower will not contribute to added safety for the Town according town safety officials.

Adding trees at the tower site to prevent or reduce visibility of the tower is not possible.

For all of these reasons, especially the violation of the Town plan, I am firmly opposed to the construction of the tower.
