As a full time resident of Rochester, my family and I are in opposition to the vertex cell tower. Although there are  many specific reasons to the cell tower, a few of which I will list below, the main reason is due to the nature of the cell tower which is in direct violation of our town plan. The town plan should be held to the highest standard, and I fear that if we are willing to bend the town plan depending on the project, it sets a precedent which could lead down a very slippery slope. I have also seen good evidence that the cell tower violates zoning regulations. It should be the responsibility of vertex to pay a third party to assess this matter. 

Additionally, cell tower development is not something that can just be taken back, or regenerated over time. The site development, the road for the cell tower and particularly the base of the cell tower are permanent deforestation, unlike forestry, logging or farming. It is very well possible that the cell tower may be outdated technology, and will remain a testament to our short sighted approval. Lastly, I have worked with multiple contractors through the Hollows who use Verizon for their phone service and have successfully had long phone conversations with them. There is very little need for this cell tower just due to that fact alone.
