AVAILABILITY:
Eligible Town of Stowe Electric Department (“SED”) commercial demand customers with an AMI meter.

APPLICABILITY:
[bookmark: _Hlk191293341]This rate is available for those customers currently in demand billing as an alternative to Rate 25. Participation in this rate structure is voluntary. Customers opting into this rate must remain enrolled for at least 12 months. If a customer enrolled in this rate is no longer eligible to take service as a demand customer, the customer will be automatically switched to Service Rate 21. Customers taking service under this rate shall have a smart meter installed to measure their electricity consumption and shall create a customer account with SED’s customer service portal to monitor their daily electricity consumption habits.

DURATION OF CONTRACT:
12-month minimum enrollment and thereafter until the customer either cancels the contract or is no longer subject to demand billing. Customers must notify SED in writing at least 30 days prior to their 1-year anniversary that they want to end service under this rate. Otherwise, the customer will automatically remain enrolled in this rate for another 12-month period.

SUMMARY OF CHARGES:
The monthly bill will consist of a customer charge, a demand charge per kW, and a seasonal time-of-use energy charge for all consumption.

LATE PAYMENT CHARGE
A monthly penalty charge of 1% shall be assessed on delinquent balances until the balance is paid in full. 

DEMAND BILLING PROVISIONS:
A customer whose kilowatt-hour (kWh) usage exceeds 6,000 kWh for two consecutive months is enrolled into demand billing under the terms and conditions of SED Rate 25. Once a customer is eligible for demand billing, the customer shall remain on demand billing for 11 months. A customer no longer eligible for demand billing will be automatically enrolled and subsequently billed under SED Rate 21.


ADDITIONAL TERMS OF SERVICE

• This rate is an optional rate available for single-phase and three-phase electric service at primary and secondary voltages for all non-residential purposes. 
• The above rates are net, billed monthly, and due and payable upon presentation. 
• The rate will follow federal holidays to determine on-peak and off-peak holidays. 
• The minimum charge under this schedule for all or part of a monthly billing period shall be the monthly Customer Charge or a fraction thereof. 
• Service under this schedule is for the exclusive use of the customer and shall not be resold or shared with others. 
• The on-peak and off-peak hours will not be adjusted without prior notification to customers taking service on this rate schedule. 
• Service type and location shall meet SED’s review for reasonable safety, reliability, and accepted industry standards. 
• Such other terms and conditions of SED, in effect from time to time that are also not inconsistent with any specific provisions of this rate, are also part of this rate.
